Here are some important things to remember when you go out to sell!

Make sure you:

Always wear your full Class A uniform

Always smile and tell the customer your first name

Tell the customer WHY you are selling popcorn

Know the types of popcorn on your order form

Tell them they can pay in cash or checks payable to PACK 442

Remind them about the military donation

If they do order, tell them the approximate delivery timeframe (early December)
Always say “Thank you”, even if they don’t buy something

Remember:

Always walk on sidewalks or driveways

Always sell with another Scout or an adult

Don’t carry large amounts of cash

Never go into anyone’s house

Never sell after dark, unless you’re with an adult
Sample Script:

Hello, my name is (first name only), and I’m with Cub Scout Pack 442.

I am selling popcorn to raise money for Scouting.

Would you like to support scouting by buying some popcorn from me?

You can write me a check now and I’ll deliver the popcorn to you in early December.

Thank you for supporting Scouting.

Always say “Thank You” when you are done.
